Campus Safety Measures (Exploration of C-CERT Campus Community Emergency Response Teams)
The college president would like to establish a C-CERT on campus to better handle emergencies. She will continue to research options for the best path forward at the college.

Equitable Access to Food (Interim President & VPAS’s Exploration of Fresh Vending by Admin & Contract with local coffee shop owner)
GC is exploring contracting with a local coffee shop from the La Mesa area to reopen the space in the Griffin Center. GC’s leadership is also exploring fresh vending options to be available in multiple locations across the campus.
