Examine ceramic materials and glaze formulation that compliments the works created.


e.
Continue to plan all kiln firings including preparation, loading, firing, record keeping, and post firing clean up for individual art works.


f.
Analyze one’s own art works in verbal and written narrative utilizing appropriate vocabulary.


g.
Define health and safety procedures to protect self, group, and the environment.


h.
Examine and distinguish various artists statements.

i.
Identify necessary elements for a professional portfolio.

Instructional Facilities

Ceramic studio with glaze making area, glazing area, slip mixing equipment, clay preparation area, storage area for clay, glazes, dry materials, and student works in progress, 20 throwing wheels (one per student per section) sinks, and kilns in kiln room or separate facilities.  Tables, blackboard, lecture area, and slide showing area facilities. Computer for imaging techniques.
