Candidates for the 
Communication BA degree in Applied Arts must satisfy 
competency in mathematics by completing three semesters of 
college mathematics or a statistical sequence. Completion of 
Math 160, Anth/Bio/Psy/Soc 215 or BIO 215 is recommended. 
Check with a Counselor for applicability to other CSU’s. The 
Communication Studies AA-T requires a minimum 2.75 
Cumulative G.P.A. 
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
