SELECTION PROCESS
Nomination forms will be distributed and returned to the office of the Vice President of Academic Affairs by Monday, April 4, 2022. A Classified Award Selection group will be convened to review the nominations and identify the selected staff member by Monday, April 18, 2022. The Classified Award Selection group will consist of two Academic Affairs administrators, two faculty members, one Academic Affairs supervisor and two students.

The Academic Affairs Classified Staff Member of the Year award will be presented at the collegewide recognition ceremony which takes place on Thursday, May 12, 2022 at 3:00 p.m. in Griffin Gate.
